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DEAR
READERS,

Nele Noesselt

Thank you for your interest in the work
of the Institute of East Asian Studies
(IN-EAST) at the University of Duisburg-
Essen. With this 29th annual report we
provide you with an overview of select
research, teaching, media, and policy
advisory activities conducted at the
IN-EAST between October 2021 and
September 2022. These months have
been overshadowed by the continuous
spread of SARS-COV-19 and the war
in Ukraine — which has caused adjust-
ments of our study programs (includ-
ing our study abroad programs) and
implied interruptions or major modi-
fications of our planned fieldwork ac-
tivities. The IN-EAST organized round-
tables and workshops with the aim to
address these global turbulences and
disruptive changes and to reflect on
their implications for the future of our
engagement and exchange with (East)
Asia. This included an evening roundta-
ble on Russia's invasion of Ukraine and
a symposium on Southeast Asian re-
actions to the Russian war on Ukraine.
Moreover, to address one of the per-
ceived future challenges to the liber-
al rules-based order, the IN-EAST re-
search forum, in cooperation with the
Cluster of Excellence Contestations of
the Liberal Script (SCRIPTS, Berlin), fea-
tured a lecture series with contribu-
tions by internally renowned special-
ists on Asia and international relations
discussing the potential long-term im-
plications of China's global rise. The
contributions to this lecture series ex-
amined potential fields of conflict and
confrontation but also outlined areas
for future global cooperation, especial-
ly pointing at issues of global climate
change and global health.

The IN-EAST continues its internal de-
bate on how to contribute to the glob-
al combat of climate change. Inspired
by the UN's Sustainable Development

Goals, the institute is promoting con-
ference and workshop formats that
allow for virtual participation and re-
flects ways to reduce the institute's
carbon footprint. Elaborating on the
obvious challenges of global climate
change and the current energy crisis,
the IN-EAST East Asia Day 2022, with
contributions by Florian Coulmas and
Werner Pascha, reflected on the les-
sons to be learnt from the Fukushima
nuclear accident. The Travelling Confer-
ences project, headed by my colleague
Markus Taube, was also continued. The
Dortmund conference addressed is-
sues of urban transformation and de-
velopmental challenges in metropol-
itan regions around the world (e.qg.
post-industrial transformation, demo-
graphic change, urban strategies of
climate-change mitigation and adapta-
tion, waterfront development).

While the PRC still adheres to its zero-
COVID strategy, in April 2022, Japan
re-opened its doors for international
students which allowed us to resume
our student exchange programs with
our partner universities in Japan. Fur-
thermore, Yuki Abe and Sachiyo Yama-
guchi joined the team of Axel Klein as
visiting researchers and contributed
to the IN-EAST's research on contem-
porary politics in Japan. We also man-
aged to resume our cooperation with
Taiwan — from August to October 2022,
Shih Chih-yu (National Taiwan Univer-
sity) conducted research for his proj-
ect Relations and Roles in China's Inter-
national Policy: Rediscovering Confucian-
ism in the Pluriversal World (sponsored
by the AREA Fellowship Program) and
contributed to the institute’s PhD pro-
grams.

Following the relaxation of SARS-
COV-19 regulations, the long-time post-
poned farewell ceremony for Flemming
Christiansen was finally held as a hy-

brid event. A "Festschrift” honoring his
research, compiling essays by his close
colleagues and students on one of his
core areas of academic interest — Mon-
golia and Northeast Asia — was hand-
ed to him during this ceremony. The
IN-EAST also had to say good-bye to its
retiring Chinese language instructor,
Dr. Du Lun, who had taught at the insti-
tute for more than 20 years.
A couple of new faces have also joined
the IN-EAST:. We are delighted to wel-
come Dr. Monika Arnostovd as new
“Akademische Ratin” for Chinese So-
ciology and Dr. Duanzhuang Zheng as
the IN-EAST's new instructor for Mod-
ern Chinese.
The IN-EAST is also proud to announce
that Thomas Heberer and Anna Shpa-
kovskaya were invited by the Franco-
German scientific cooperation pro-
gram in the social and human scienc-
es, L'Agence National de la Recherche
(ANR) and Deutsche Forschungsge-
meinschaft (DFG), to present the find-
ings of their research project on New
Forms of Political Representation in
China at a festive symposium in Paris
(June 2022).
Apart from China-related projects, re-
searchers at the IN-EAST also inves-
tigate the phenomenon of populism in
and beyond Asia (Axel Klein, Hannes
Mosler) as well as issues of transna-
tional migration and labour markets
(Karen Shire) and visions and imagina-
tions of the future in East Asia (Markus
Taube). Hoping that the world will soon
return to a stable "new normal,” we are
confident all fieldwork activities can fi-
nally be resumed - and are looking for-
ward to present and discuss the find-
ings of our research projects with you
at one of our forthcoming roundtables
or symposia!

The Russian invasion of Ukraine and
the US- and EU-led response to it are
watershed events in global affairs with
far-reaching political and economic im-
plications for East and Southeast Asian
stability. Governments in these regions
have largely sided with the USA and the
EUin the General Assembly of the Unit-
ed Nations; however, due to historical-
ly rooted and strategic reasons, most
Southeast Asian governments did not
join the West's efforts in sanctioning
Russia. As the long-term consequenc-
es of the geopolitical and economic
shifts initiated by this conflict will be-
come discernible, analysis of the di-
vergent perspectives in public opin-
ions and civil society organizations as
well as the evaluation states’ respons-
es are urgent. This virtual panel discus-
sion on April 26, 2022, part of the East
Asia Talks series, was a first attempt to
provide a critical assessment of the re-
sponses of selected countries across
East and Southeast Asia.

The panel was organized jointly by
the Institute of East Asian Studies at
the University of Duisburg-Essen (IN-
EAST), the German Institute of Japa-
nese Studies, Tokyo (DIJ), the Chair of
Transregional Southeast Asian Studies
at Humboldt University Berlin, and the
Faculty of Political Science, Chulalong-
korn University, Bangkok.

In July 2022, IN-EAST published in its
Working Paper series "Green Series”
the essays extracted by the partici-
pants from their contributions to the
discussion, together with two addition-
al essays.

Covid-19 not only prevented IN-EAST
from celebrating its graduates and
new students, but also many of our stu-
dents from studying in East Asia. While
South Korea kept its borders open for
exchange students, Japan, Taiwan and
the PR China closed their gates, forcing

IN-EAST to come up with alternative
ways for its students to gain the cred-
its they would normally have gained
during their obligatory year abroad. In
April 2022, however, Japan changed
its policy and allowed our students to
enter the country and join our part-

ner universities. Some of our students
had waited for more than two years,
hardly believing the stay abroad would
ever come true. Now, however, they
are spread over all of Japan, enjoy-
ing the reward for their patience and
endurance.

DUISBURG SUB-PROJECT WAS AWARDED BY ANR AND DFG
NEW FORMS OF POLITICAL REPRESENTATION IN CHINA

On the occasion of the 15th anniver-
sary of the establishment of the Fran-
co-German scientific cooperation pro-
gram in the social and human scienc-
es, LAgence National de la Recher-
che (ANR) and Deutsche Forschungs-
gemeinschaft (DFG) selected a num-
ber of outstanding funded projects to
present their results to a Franco-Ger-
man public at a ceremony. Among

them is the Duisburg sub-project on
New Forms of Political Representation in
China. Prof. Dr. Thomas Heberer and
Dr. Anna Shpakovskaya were invited
by ANR and DFG to present the results
of their subproject at a festive collo-
quium in Paris on June 15, 2022. Their
presentation covered two topics: (1) a
typology of political representation in
authoritarian systems using China as

an example, where they will focus on
informal forms of representation, and
(2) a new conceptual framework: “dig-
ital political representation”, i.e. rep-
resentation in the form of actors’ self-
representation via smartphone net-
works. For three years, Thomas He-
berer and Anna Shpakovskaya had con-
ducted research on this topic in differ-
ent regions of China.

Language, Migration and Happiness:
A Comparative Study of Subjective
Well-Being across Three Communi-
ties in Germany

Does using one's native language in a for-
eign environment contribute to happiness?
This is the overarching question this proj-
ect is designed to address. The impact of
many other social variables — marital sta-
tus, religion, employment, income, leisure,
quality of governance, education, among
others — on happiness has been investigat-
ed empirically, but not language. The focus
of this three-community comparative study
is on what relationship exists between lan-
guage maintenance and happiness for mi-
nority communities of diverse profiles and
backgrounds for their residence in Germa-
ny. It will help us to gain a more comprehen-
sive understanding of language as a social
andindividual variable. No similar study has
been done before.

The three communities to be investigat-
ed are the Turkish, Chinese, and Japanese
communities in Germany. We acknowledge
that each community is heterogenous in
its own right in terms of geographical or-
igins, backgrounds of residents, and mo-
tives of residing in Germany. However, in
spite of the internal diversity, as communi-
ties they still differ markedly from each oth-
er with regard to their history of settlement
in Germany and characteristic socio-eco-
nomic profiles (see below for details). As we
will show, such contrasting trajectories and
backgrounds of the three selected groups,
as well as the difference in extent to which
scholarship on them is developed, facilitate
the formulation of our pilot study questions
and subsequent hypothesising, data collec-
tion, and ultimately the development of new
theories on SWB and language maintenance
among migrant groups.

Program (HELLP) zielt auf eine nachhaltige,
signifikante Verbesserung und Homogeni-
sierung der sprachpraktischen Kenntnisse
und Fertigkeiten in der Studierendenausbil-
dungin den ostasiatischen Sprachen ab.

MOMOYO HUSTEBECK

Innovative Forms of Democratic
Participation: Deliberations in a
Japanese and German Comparison
Funded by BMBF (Federal Ministry of Ed-
ucation and Research), No. 01UL 1828X,
09/2018-03/2022

Asthe principal investigator of the research
project, Momoyo Hustebeck scrutinizes the
empirical impact of deliberative innova-
tions on German and Japanese representa-
tive democracies. To counteract the widely
lamented (partial) crisis of established de-
mocracies, political scientists have pursued
more direct says of citizens in institution-
al policy-making processes. In this context,
deliberative methods provide a public opin-
jon on a given political topic for a govern-
mental policy-making.

The project investigates, based on norma-
tive theories of deliberative and participa-
tory democracies against this background,
whether new deliberative methods are ef-
fective responses to the democratic chal-

lenges. Among the vast number of Europe-
an and some Japanese case studies of de-
liberative innovations, a research with a
German-Japanese comparative approach is
still lacking. Thus, the bi-national compar-
ison shall reveal, how deliberative innova-
tions are politically and socially embedded
in the respective political system.

For Japan, mini-publics and the first nation-
al Deliberative Pollin 2012 serve as empiri-
cal cases. Mini-publics are the most widely
spread deliberative method in Japan. Local
governments implement mini-publics for
citizens' voices concerning local long-term
policies. In the Deliberative Poll, randomly
selected citizens from all over Japan dis-
cussed and formed their opinions about Ja-
pan’s future energy strategies after the nu-
clear accident.

Momoyo Hustebeck was a guest fellow at
the Waseda University and the DIJ in To-
kyo in May 2019. She searched empirically
for the functions of mini-publics in the lo-
cal governance of Mitaka City and Shinjuku
Ward. Moreover, she interviewed the orga-
nizers of the national Deliberative Poll about
their intentions to implement it and their as-
sessments of its political outcome.

PinEAD - Populism in Japan and
East Asian Democracies

Awarded with a Research Fellowship by
the Japan Society for the Promotion of
Science (JSPS)

This project focusses on populism in Japan.
In the conceptually and empirically diverse
body of literature the sheer existence of pop-
ulism is contested as are its key components
and consequently its definition. The phenom-
ena labelled as Japanese manifestations of
populism include a very diverse group of
political actors that make it difficult to see
a common conceptual ground. One finding
most scholars agree upon, however, is that
so far the case of Japan is almost non-ex-
istent in comparative efforts of the inter-
national political science community. Sup-
ported by a research fellowship of the Jap-
anese Society for the Promotion of Science,
this project sets out to strengthen our un-
derstanding of populism in Japan, but it will
also be the starting point of a broader en-
deavor. Hannes Mosler and Frédéric Krum-
bein joined the project with their expertise
on South Korea and Taiwan, respectively, to
approach populism in East Asian democra-
cies from a comparative perspective.

Dynamics of Chinese Social Policy:
Interplay of National and Interna-
tional Influences Subject Classifica-
tion

Funded by the German Research Founda-
tion (DFG), 2018 -December 2021

Since the 1990s and especially since the
mid-2000s, China has been implement-
ing the largest social policy project in its
history, subject to limited attention from
the West. Although Chinese social policy
is largely based on its own traditions, its
emergence and expansion have been influ-
enced by internationalinterdependencies of
various origins. The project’'s central ques-
tion is the following: How have these inter-
nal and external influences affected and
shaped Chinese social policy and which
mechanisms were involved? The period un-
der review covers the years between 1990
and 2020.

The first phase of the project has two aims:
Firstly, a comprehensive reconstruction of
the developmental dynamics in the three
important policy fields of old-age provision,
healthcare and unemployment insurance
will be conducted. Secondly, we will ex-
plain the different dynamics in these fields
by identifying the interplay of international
and national influencing factors that are re-
sponsible for the variance in spread, degree
of inclusion and generosity. Here we will ex-
amine the mechanisms by which interna-
tional interdependencies affect the nation-
al development of social policy, in particu-
lar the evolution of ideas and the choice of
models and programmes. The project will
combine insights from the literature on dif-
fusion with institutionalist policy analysis.
The case studies will be analysed using a
method mix comprising process tracing and
quantitative techniques. While we will col-
lect data from Chinese databases and inter-
views with experts, we will also evaluate ar-
chive material and conduct a content anal-
ysis of secondary literature. Our findings
should lead to a greater understanding of
this case of an expansion of social policy un-
der autocratic conditions, which is of partic-
ular interest for international comparisons.
In the second phase we will, among other
questions, investigate whether the current
reforms of the hukou system, which disad-
vantages the rural population, are leading to
an alignment of rural and urban social secu-
rity systems. We will also assess how inter-
nal and external factors interact in the re-
cently locally tested long-term care insur-

ance. In this context, we will take a compar-
ative look at the East Asian region, since
long-term care insurance has already been
introduced (Japan, South Korea) or tested
(Taiwan) there. Finally, we ask in a "South-
South” perspective whether China's social
policy is a role model for other countries of
the Global South.

Comparative Regionalism in New
Eurasia: Trilateral Perspectives for
ROK's New Northern Policy

In cooperation with Korea University, Seoul.
Funded by the National Research Founda-
tion of Korea, 07/2021-06/2024

The aim of this project is to study South Ko-
rea’s New Northern Policy in the context of
the challenges and opportunities given by
China's Belt and Road Initiative and the US’
Indo-Pacific Strategy, and to develop a Eur-
asian strategy, which through revitalization
of minilateralism can contribute to the ef-
forts of establishing a peace system on the
Korean Peninsula and Northeast Asia. In a
situation where the competition for hege-
mony between the US and China is intensi-
fying and cooperation between Russia and
North Korea is uncertain, how South Ko-
rea can secure an initiative for cooperation
in Eurasia is an important question to an-
swer. Therefore, this study invokes the ap-
proach of Calder (2019) who understands
Europe and Asia as one “supercontinent”
rather than setting the geographical con-
cept of Eurasia as Russia and Central Asia.
Against this backdrop, this study examines
the structure of Eurasian regionalism and
the minilateralism that takes place within
this context from the perspectives of global,
European, and Northeast Asian countries.
The project team is led by Prof. Jae-Seung
Lee (Korea University), and consists of col-
laborative researchers based in South Ko-
rea, Europe and Northern America.

The Future of Democracy in South
Korea: Reforming and Innovating
Political Institutions

In cooperation with Seoul National
University

AIMI MURANAKA

The Role of Japanese Intermediar-
ies and Language Schools in the In-
tegration of Vietnamese Skilled
Workers in the IT Sector in Japan
Funded by BMBF (Federal Ministry of Ed-
ucation and Research), No. 01UL2003B,
03/2021-12/2024

This four-year project examines roles of the
Japanese private intermediaries and ed-
ucational institutions in the construction
of ‘skills’ of qualified Vietnamese IT work-
ers in Japan. Acknowledging the accelerat-
ed drop in the working population, the Jap-
anese government is reluctant to introduce
official migration policies, but the country
has been interested in attracting foreign
skilled professionals. Vietnamese-nation-
als in a language school in Japan increas-
es its presence in the labour market in Ja-
pan, so as the Vietnamese skilled workers
in the IT sector. The population of Vietnam-
ese-nationals nowadays provides essen-
tial workforce to the Japanese labour mar-
ket, and the Japanese language school and
the private intermediaries have been serv-
ing as a crucial labour migration channel to
Japan. However, the field of research still
lacks investigations in how the skill of the
foreign professionals has been constructed
by the language school and the intermedi-
aries, and how they interact with each other
to ‘produce’ skilled labour in the channel. It
is also worth pondering over how the Viet-
namese skilled IT professionals integrate
into the labour market or not. This proj-
ect sheds light on the IT sector which is ex-
posed to high demand of skilled foreign la-
bour. Focusing on this male-dominant sec-
tor, this study also looks at how female Viet-
namese skilled workers contribute to the la-
bour market by using their skills. To inves-
tigate the above-mentioned questions, this
project will apply qualitative ethnograph-
ic methods, which include a combination of
online/digital and physical semi-structured
interviews.

Group project

This individual research falls under a four-
year collaborative project Qualification and
Skill in the Migration Process of Foreign
Workers in Asia (QuaMaFA). The group brings
together four other collaborators who are
working on international skilled migration
in Asia: Ruth Achenbach (Goethe University
Frankfurt), Helena Hof (Max Planck Institute
for the Study of Religious and Ethnic Diver-
sity), Joohyun Justine Park (Goethe Univer-
sity Frankfurt), and Megha Wadhwa (Free
University Berlin).
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The group consists of young migration re-
searchers who specialise in sociological,
psychological, and anthropological disci-
plines. This project examines the role of
skills in labour migration in (South)East
Asia where nowadays accept migrants. The
group members conduct studies in Japan,
South Korea, China, Singapore, Vietnam and
India.

Role Change and Role Contestation
in the People’s Republic of China:
Globalization of “Chinese” Concepts
of Order?

Principal Investigator

Funded by Deutsche Forschungsgemein-
schaft (DFG), Project No. 238920157, 2020-

This project analyzes the global implica-
tions resulting from the institutional re-
forms and the re-steering of the PRC's de-
velopment model since 2013. The recali-
bration of the Chinese party-state — as the
evaluation of the inner-Chinese debates
on modes of governance and development
roadmaps (2002-2017) evidences - reflects
changes at the global level and calculates
potential global-local spill-over effects. At
the same time, China's increased global
presence and its economic power mightim-
ply that Chinese governance concepts and
normative ordering principles will play a
more prominent role in the reform of the in-
stitutional backbones of the world system in
the near future. The "New Silk Road” initia-
tive is just one example how core elements
of China's domestic development blueprints
are exported to the regional and global lev-
el. Various competing views on political
rule, ordering principles, and China's glob-
al role co-exist among factions inside the
Chinese Communist Party as well as among
China's epistemic communities. China's of-
ficial national role set is currently undergo-
ing major reconfigurations, which mirror
material and ideational changes at the do-
mestic and the global level of “Chinese” poli-
tics. Studies on role contestation have so far
been focused on democratic pluralist polit-
ical systems — role contestation in modern
autocracies has remained undertheorized;
the reconfiguration of China's official role
sets and related concepts such as system
identity and global status has remained un-
derresearched. This project seeks to over-
come these lacunae by undertaking a case
study-based analysis of the PRC's internal
and global role contestations. It will exam-

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ine the ideas and normative ordering prin-
ciples underlying the ongoing vertical and
horizontal role contestation and the re-cal-
ibration of the PRC's official role set — by al-
so including China’s role interactions with
“significant” other global players. Changes
in terms of (role) claims or modifications of
actors’ global positions do not necessarily
result from global structural changes, but
can — as outlined in studies on the re-bar-
gaining of national role sets in democratic
systems - be inspired by paradigm chang-
es and the substitution of policy ideas at the
domestic level. This has direct implications
for the sector of policy advice and political
consultation: A systematic theory-guided
analysis of China's domestic role contes-
tations is a necessary prerequisite for as-
sessing the drivers behind the PRC's role
claims and its strategic positioning in bilat-
eral interactions as well as in the context of
world politics.

China and Political Order in Africa
Gefordert durch die Deutsche Forschungs-

Als Folge von Chinas stetig zunehmender
okonomischer Prasenz im globalen Siden,
vor allem mittels Direktinvestitionen und
kreditfinanzierter  Infrastrukturprojekte,
wird in akademischen und politischen De-
batten zunehmend auch der daraus resul-
tierende Einfluss auf die politischen Pro-
zesse in den Ziellandern, insbesondere in
Afrika, thematisiert. Dieser politische Ein-
fluss scheint sich innerhalb Afrikas erheb-
lich zu unterscheiden, wobei etliche Aspek-
te dieses variierenden Einflusses empirisch
und theoretisch ungeklart sind. Wir gehen
in unserem Projekt von zwei wesentlichen
Annahmen aus: In ihren Beziehungen mit
China Uben afrikanische Eliten Agency aus,
die jedoch durch ihre nationalen political
settlements mafBgeblich beeinflusst wird.
In ihrer afrikabezogenen Strategie diffe-
renziert sich die chinesische AufB3enpolitik
—aufgrund der wachsenden Zahl an betei-
ligten Akteuren und Institutionen — zuneh-
mend aus. Die im Projekt vertretene Exper-
tise erlaubt uns, sowohl die unterschiedli-
chen afrikanischen settlements wie auch
die Heterogenitat der chinesischen Akteure
zu analysieren, und daraus empirische Er-

kenntnisse und theoretische Erklarungen
lber die wachsende Komplexitat der afri-
kanisch-chinesischen Beziehungen zu ge-
nerieren. Konzeptioneller Ausgangspunkt
ist der political settlements-Ansatz. Diesem
Ansatz zufolge bleibt die Herausbildung und
Stabilitdt von politischen Institutionen ab-
hangig von der zugrundeliegenden Vertei-
lung politischer Macht. Ein settlement-An-
satz ist ein innovativer Weg, um die Unter-
schiede in der Regimedynamik und politi-
schen Okonomie afrikanischer Lander ab-
zubilden, aber auch eine vielversprechen-
de Strategie, um die Rolle und den Einfluss
chinesischer Akteure innerhalb eines Mo-
dells afrikanischer Politik systematisch zu
integrieren. Unser Projekt wird sich ent-
sprechend auf drei Fallstudien konzentrie-
ren (Athiopien, Ghana, Tansania), die glei-
chermafen auf eine lange Geschichte bi-
lateraler Beziehungen mit China zurick-
blicken konnen, sich aber hinsichtlich ihrer
political settlements wesentlich unterschei-
den. Der political settlements-Ansatz erlaubt
uns, die Agency unterschiedlicher Elitenko-
alitionenin afrikanischen Staaten besser zu
verstehen und zu erklaren. Die grindliche
Beobachtung der sich entwickelnden chi-
nesischen Strategien und Praktiken in die-
sen variierenden innenpolitischen Kontex-
ten wird uns zugleich auch ermaoglichen,
die Konsequenzen fir Wahrnehmungen,
Diskurse und letztlich auch strategische
Policy-Anpassungen auf chinesischer Sei-
te besser nachzuvollziehen. Wir sind da-
her davon Uberzeugt, dass das Projekt mit
seiner Kombination von innovativer Theo-
rieentwicklung und empirischer Forschung
in Afrika und China sowohl zu einem besse-
ren Verstandnis der Dynamik afrikanischer
Politik in ihrer wachsenden Vielfalt und der
kontextabhangigen Interaktion mit exter-
nen Akteuren als auch zu einem nuancier-
ten Einblick in die zunehmend fragmentier-
te chinesische AuB3enpolitik in Sub-Sahara-

The Belt and Road Initiative as a
Hybrid International Public Good
(IPG)

Current research

This research is on the institutional quality
of BRI as a newly evolving governance plat-
form with IPG characteristics to stimulate
global cooperation in infrastructure devel-
opment across the Eurasian landmass, the
heartland of the emerging multiplex world.

With an interdisciplinary perspective, the
research employs Agency and Institution-
al Economic theories to address potential
principal-agent controversies and there-
fore resulting collective action problems.
They must be minimised in a way that BRI
could successfully address both the con-
flicting as well as overlapping demands and
supply conditions of a needed hybrid IPG,
which requires an effective amalgamation
between the Western experience of pub-
lic good creation in the post-WW2 and Chi-
na's indigenous values. These qualities of
BRI are questioned in the specific context of
Central Asia that takes place along its criti-
cal West-Asian economic corridor.

HELMUT SCHNEIDER

Environmental Conflicts in Southeast
Asia
Current research

In this research environmental conflicts are
defined as conflicts in which environment
or single natural elements (e.g. water, land)
play a crucial role. That does not necessar-
ily mean that such conflicts are also caused
by e.g. environmental degradation (al-
though sometimes this might be the case).
It is assumed that environmental conflicts,
as conflicts in general, can only be under-
stood and solved, when their (social, cultur-
al, economic and political) context is consid-
ered properly. A basic hypothesis is that en-
vironment and natural elements, as a rule,
are functioning as threat multipliers rather
than single causes of conflicts. And they do
soin very different ways. Due to the already
noticeable, more so the predicted effects of
climate change and a growing interest of fi-
nancial investors for natural resources, it
is assumed that environmental conflicts in
Southeast Asia will increase in the future in
terms of numbers as well as degree.

HELMUT SCHNEIDER

Geopolitics of the Chinese Belt and
Road Initative (The New Silk Road)

Current research

The Chinese Belt and Road Initiative was
launched in a period of rapid change of the
global world order. Globalization has slowed
down since the financial crisis of 2008 and
the hegemonial position of the United States
has weakened significantly. At the same
time the growing global political weight of
the PR of China can be observed. When a he-
gemonial regime is declining and a new one
is not yet implemented, the world is enter-
ing a period of growing rivalry of regional
powers, each trying to control their zones
of influence: The control of (smaller) territo-
ries is gaining importance over the control
of flows and networks, and the probability
of territorial conflicts is growing. In science
and in politics geopolitics is back on the
agenda. The geopolitical research questions
are: Will the Chinese BRI in the present peri-
od of rapid change of the global world order
help to produce and guarantee much need-
ed global public goods like the freedom and
safety of trade, travel and communication,
the safety of investments, the rule of law, a
stable global financial system? Or will it, as
part of a national imperial strategy, add fur-
ther to global rivalry and conflict (like e.g.
the conflict in the South China Sea)?

HELMUT SCHNEIDER

Geography of Urban Property Markets
Current research

Urban property markets are more and
more in the focus of financial investors. The
links between the financial economy and
the property markets imply many risks for
the whole economy on all spatial scales as
the latest example of the financial crisis of
2008 has shown. On the other hand access
to affordable housing is a growing problem
not only in less developed countries but al-
so in the developed world, a problem, that
is intensified by the financialisation of the
economy. Both, the financialisation of urban
property markets as well as the growing
housing problem unfold on different spa-
tial scales. Urban and economic geography
have a set of theoretical and methodolog-
ical approaches and tools to offer for ana-
lysing the heterogenous dynamics of urban
property markets. The research focus is es-
pecially on the links between different spa-
tial scales affecting those dynamics. A spe-
cial focus is on Dusseldorf and the former
industrial and workers quarter of Oberbilk.

MARKUS TAUBE

The Institutional Foundations of
Innovation in China

Current research

In recent years, innovation research has
clearly shown that innovation-driven eco-
nomic development relies on a broad foun-
dation of benign cultural, social, political,
and economic framework conditions. In-
stitutions based in various social regimes
must incentivize innovation creating behav-
ior as well as the acceptance and diffusion
of these very innovations in society. There
exists no “one-fits-all” institutional set-up
outlining the preconditions for success-
ful innovation-driven development. Cultur-
alidiosyncrasies, variations in the availabil-
ity and costs of specific resources and com-
petencies, specific goals of ruling elites etc.
all lead to specific manifestations and com-
binations of institutions that in their totality
promote innovation in varying intensity and
on differing social and technological trajec-
tories.

Against this background, China consti-
tutes a highly interesting case study for the
analysis of the institutional requirements
as well as evolutionary genesis of inno-
vation-driven economic development in a
large non-Western society. After three de-
cades of highly successful catching-up eco-
nomic development based on the emula-
tion of foreign institutions, business models
and technologies, the Chinese economy has
now reached a stage where it needs to fos-
ter more endogenous innovation in order to
evade (relative) stagnation in what has be-
come known as the "middle income trap”.
This requires substantial alterations not
only in the structural set-up and incentive
systems governing the Chinese economy,
but also in the fabric and underlying norms
and values structuring society as well as
the self-understanding of the political elite
and its organization of political processes.
The Chinese business sector is already re-
sponding to the need for more endoge-
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nous innovation in all sectors and segments
of the economy. By doing so, it is exerting
pressure for changes in the social fabric.
At the same time Chinese government and
the Chinese Communist Party appear to be
highly committed to transforming the eco-
nomic system and promoting an innova-
tion-friendly institutional set-up — while up-
holding an unwavering claim to power. The
Hayekian postulate according to which only
free (democratic and market-based) societ-
ies can feature dynamic, innovation-driven
development dynamics instantly comes to
one's mind as a "belief” of Western institu-
tionalism and "Ordnungspolitik” that needs
to be reflected upon in the Chinese context.

MARKUS TAUBE

The Chinese State-Business Nexus
Current research

When China joined the WTO in December
2001, it agreed that other countries, notably
the European Union (EU) could continue to
treat it as a "non-market economy” for the
purposes of trade defense measures. The
background to this special arrangement
lay in the fact that at the turn of the century
the Chinese economy was still in transition
from a centrally planned economy to a mar-
ket economy based on scarcity prices and
free competition. There neither existed a
comprehensive set of institutions that could
support comprehensive market exchang-
es in the economy, nor was the government
willing and give up its claim to directly steer
economic development of the economy, its
sectors as well as its major firms.

In expectation of substantial progress of Chi-
na's transition towards a full-fledged market
economy in the coming years, the Protocol of
Accession of China to the WTO outlined that
15 years after its accession China’s status
might be upgraded to a "market economy”.
While China interpreted the wording of these
paragraphs as guaranteeing it an automat-
ictransition to "market economy” status, the
EU upheld the position that China would have
to demonstrate that it complies with the five
criteria defining the "market economy” sta-
tus. With all economic observers agreeing,
that China did not fulfil these criteria (by a
wide margin) at the end of 2016, the dispute
focused on juridical exchanges on the exis-
tence of a guarantee or not. Eventually, the
dispute was solved with some diplomatic ge-
nius that neither awarded China the status of
a "market economy”, nor inflicted a massive
loss of face to one of Europe’'s most import
trade partners and thereby might have pro-
voked an open trade war. The solution found
is to completely give up the differentiation

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between “market” and “non-market” econ-
omies — not only with regard to China, but
all economies. Instead, for all trade defense
measures the normal reference value will
be the domestic prices. However, if signifi-
cant distortions (e.g. caused by state inter-
ferences) affecting domestic prices can be
shown to prevail, international benchmark
prices can be used instead. In order to make
this new mechanism operational, the Euro-
pean Commission is going to publish spe-
cific reports identifying such distortions in
on an economy-wide or specific sector lev-
el. EU manufacturers can then refer to these
reports in order to determine the basis for
complaints and to calculate what the normal
reference prices should be.

Research is being conducted in order to as-
sess the degree to which Chinese indus-
tries are operating according to competi-
tion-based market standards or are sub-
jected to market-distorting governmental
interventions.

MARKUS TAUBE

Economic implications of the
“Belt and Road Initiative”

Current research

A major impulse for economic develop-
ment in the Eurasian continent as well as
a restructuring of the global division of la-
bour might be created with the unfolding of
what has become known as the "One Belt,
One Road” or "Belt and Road” initiative. Pro-
posed by Chinese government in 2013 the
initiative aims at creating a comprehensive
network of transport corridors and an inte-
grated industrial fabric spanning from Chi-
na via the Middle East and Central Asia to
Europe. In the course of this multilateral
industrialization programme new region-
al and multilateral institutions that com-
plement or compete with existing region-
al/global governance systems can be ex-
pected to evolve. Their shape as well as the
concrete impact of the potentially emerging
new regional value chains on global goods
flows, investment activity, local as well as
international labour markets, local and su-
pra-national institution building, howev-
er, remains undetermined. The disruptive
changes brought up by the "Belt and Road”
initiative cannot result in a win-win for all
parties, but will entail some a reorganiza-
tion of absolute and relative wealth, income
generation possibilities and economic as
well as political power projection capaci-
ty. New research initiatives are required to
better understand the parameters at play
and identify potential local/regional/global
development patterns.

Es zielt auf ein besseres Verstandnis
des doppelten Gleichgewichts von Dezen-
tralisierung/Zentralisierung und interna-
tionaler Einbindung Chinas unter besonder-
er Berlicksichtigung deutscher und europa-
ischer Unternehmen.

Auf der analytischen Ebene richtet sich
das Vorhaben darauf, den Wissensstand in
Deutschland und Europa Uber Strukturen,
Funktionsmechanismen und Entwicklungs-
dynamiken des chinesischen Innovations-
systems auf der Ebene zentralstaatlicher
Innovationspolitik, lokal gestalteter Initia-
tiven (Pilotzonen) sowie die Einbindung in-
ternationaler Akteure, v.a. von Unterneh-
men, substanziell zu verbessern.

Wichtige Trends des Wandels sollen erfasst
und in ihrer Bedeutung fiir Deutschland
und die EU kenntlich gemacht werden. So-
mit wird das Vorhaben zentrale Bausteine
flr evidenzbasierte Handlungsoptionen fur
Entscheider in Politik, Wirtschaft und Wis-
senschaft herstellen.

The overarching goal of the RTG Regional

Research Agenda

Regional disparities - for example with re-
spect to income, housing costs, labor mar-
ket, education and health outcomes — are
pronounced, persistent, and at times diver-
gent, but the debate about their origins, con-
sequences, and appropriate policy respons-
es is still largely unresolved. The RTG Re-
gional Disparities and Economic Policy aims
to improve our knowledge of underlying
economic mechanisms and hence lay the
groundwork for well-founded policy rec-
ommendations by applying and further de-
veloping recent methodological advances
in regional economics as well as utilizing
unique data sets. To this end, the Research
Data Center at RWI - Leibniz-Institute for
Economic Research, specialized on region-
al data, constitutes an important partner of
the RTG.

Qualification Program

The RTG Regional Disparities and Econom-
ic Policy provides doctoral students with
an excellent environment for a comple-
tion of high-quality dissertations in its re-
search area. The comprehensive qualifi-
cation program combines a short, concen-
trated course program with structured re-
search guidance and ample opportunities
for feedback and discussion, allowing for
dissertation completion within three years
and promoting careers in academia, re-
search institutes, the private economy and
the public sector, including international or-
ganizations.

The Group

The RTG brings together eight international-
ly visible professors from different sub-dis-
ciplines within economics (e.g. public eco-
nomics, macroeconomics, labor econom-
ics, regional economics or health econom-
ics) who share a genuine interest in region-
al aspects of the economy and access to and
expertise in handling highly relevant data

The library of the Institute of East Asian
Studies isintegrated as East Asia Collection
in the University Library (UL), and there-
fore applies the UL's regulations for use, ac-
quisition policy and budget requirements.
However, the collection has its own loca-
tion from D76 to D87 in the first floor of the
branch library LK.

The collection reflects the contemporary
relevance and interdisciplinary nature of
East Asian Studies. The main collection ar-
eas are politics, economy, society, geogra-
phy, modern history, culture and the mod-
ern languages of China, Japan and Korea.
The Collection currently holds about 31,000
monographs and more than 500 periodi-
cals including ongoing subscriptions. The
total holdings of the East Asian Collection

are recorded in the networked electron-
ic database of University Libraries of North
Rhine-Westphalia and can be retrieved from
the catalogue “Primo” of the UL (http://pri-
mo.ub.uni-due.de/).

The University Library has a number of sub-
ject-oriented databases. The subject area of
East Asian Studies offers a constantly grow-
ing range of databases, reference works,
portals and newspapers. These can be ac-
cessed via the homepage of the UL under
the menu items “"databases/in subject or-
der / Ostasienwissenschaften”.
